RULES: Current NRA Smallbore Rifle Rules will govern.

TARGETS: Official 50 ft., NRA/USAS 50 target for the Orion Scoring System will be used.

CATEGORIES: Categories recognized are Collegiate and Junior (Sub Jr, Int Jr and Jr combined).

CLASSIFICATION: Each competitor will be placed in one class according to the NRA Classification System and shall
be prepared to exhibit his classification card or Temporary Score Record Book. Unclassified competitors will fire in

the Master Class if they do not have an assigned classification.

CHALLENGES: A challenge fee of $3.00 will be charged for each challenge made (See Rule 16.1 for correct
procedure).

INDIVIDUAL ENTRIES: Open to Adults and Juniors (NRA membership is not required). Email or telephone Michael
O’Connor at the above address to reserve a position on a relay by March 9, 2022 to avoid a post entry charge.

ENTRIES LIMITED: Entries are limited to 12 competitors for each relay and a maximum total of 24 competitors (2 —
12 person relays) which is the capacity of the range for the time allotted. Persons making entries within the time
limit which cannot be accepted will be notified and their fees will be returned.

POST ENTRIES: Post entries will be accepted to the capacity of the range provided such entries will not require
extra relays. Post entries (made after March 9, 2022) will be charged a post entry fee of $5.00.

SQUADDING: Will be assigned by the Statistical Office.

MATCH SCHEDULE:

STAGE 1: 20 shots prone 1 minute per shot
STAGE 2: 20 shots standing 2 minutes per shot
STAGE 3: 20 shots kneeling 1% minutes per shot
MATCH 1: 3P Match (Aggregate of Stages 1, 2, and 3)

AWARDS: Provided by the Michigan Rifle & Pistol Association:

Match: State Indoor 3-Position Champion Trophy — must be a MRPA member and Michigan resident
Winner — Cash (minimum of 5 competitors)
2" Place —Cash (minimum of 10 competitors)
3 Place — Cash (minimum of 15 competitors)
An additional place award for each 5 additional competitors

Class awards will be given in Master, Expert, Sharpshooter, and Marksman classes with a minimum of 3
competitors in a class. Classes less than 3 competitors will be combined to maximize awards however, if
there are less than 3 Master Class competitors they will compete for place awards only (1-3 place overall).

Category awards will be given to the high category winner with a minimum of 3 competitors in a category.
Categories recognized for the match awards are: Collegiate, Junior (inclusive of Junior thru Sub-Junior
combined).
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
